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Home Learning – Year R
Aliens Love Underpants by Claire Freedman
Welcome to the Home Learning Page for children who are isolating at home. 
[image: ]This unit is aimed at children who are in Year R. This planning block covers two weeks work and is split up into different subject areas. The idea is that all of the work should be completed by the end of the two weeks, however you can choose which activities and subjects you do each day and how you arrange this, so it can suit your family and circumstances. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]This planning unit covers all 7 areas of learning, Communication and Language, Personal and Social Development, Physical Development, Literacy, Maths, Understanding the World and Expressive Arts and Design. Each box is one session. We suggest you start each day with either a Literacy or Maths session followed by a daily phonics session. We then suggest you fit in the other learning sessions in the afternoon. We have deliberately not written the planner as a set sequence e.g. day 1 teach these 5 lessons.

	Make puppets using lolly sticks and retell the story (You could use real pants to steal) You could record the retelling as a ‘show’ for other family members. 
	Can you add speech bubbles/ thought bubbles to the pictures? (You can cut these out of paper and blu tac them on) E.g. what is the little boy thinking on the last page? What is mum thinking looking over the washing line? 
(this is a communication task so your parent could do the writing so you focus on the language.) 
	Moral debate- Draw a circle in the middle of a page and in it write the question- should aliens be stealing underpants?

Together add thoughts around the circle with the parent writing- Yes, because maybe they don’t have pants on their planet, No because stealing is wrong. Yes because it is just for fun and the boys has pants left in his drawer etc. 
	Chose one of the aliens from the story and create a wanted poster for him. What is his description? What is his crime? Is there a reward? 
(there are lots of templates for wanted posters on line if you want to use one) 
	Design your own alien. Draw a picture of him and colour it in. Write words and labels around the picture to describe him. Can you extend your descriptions to include two adjectives (describing words) e.g. large, green nose. If you don’t want to write the labels you could type them using the computer.

	Can you review this book with your parent. See if you can answer the following questions (You can write them down if you want but you don’t have to)
Do you like this book- yes/ no and why? (Can you use the word because in your answer?

What is your favourite page? Why?
Which alien do you like the best?
If you had to pick a pair of pants from the inside cover – which ones would you choose?
How many stars would you give this book?
	
	Phonics- draw several large aliens to lay outside. On each you could add a sound he is learning e.g. oi. When you jump on the alien, you must say the sound and then a word with that in e.g. coin. These aliens could also be hidden around the house or garden for games such as – you have one minute to find the oi. Go! This can obviously be used for key words too. 
	The book has lots of rhyming pairs, can you go through the book and make a list of the words that rhyme on each page. 

Extension task- can you use these words in a new alien sentence or can you think of another word that rhymes with the pair. 
	Write you own alien adventure story. Imagine you have gone up to space in a rocket.  What do you see? Who do you meet? Do you meet an alien? What does he or she look like? What do you do? 
Remember to draw a picture for your story.

	Do some research on the internet on space. How do they study stars? Planets? Can you find out how many planets there are? Can you find out a fact about them? (There are some good stargazing sites on Cbeebies) 
	Make an alien mask- how could you add alien features such as antennae or bulging eyes?
	Paper plate Art – see below- choose an alien or spacecraft to make
	Get a dice and assign each number an alien move e.g.
1 Alien crazy dance
2. Alien Jumping
3. Alien Star Jumps etc.

Roll the dice and take turns in doing the move for a set number of times e.g. thirsty seconds. 
	Look at the inside cover. Make a collection of pants (These can be drawn painted collaged)

Hang them on a real washing line and using post it notes you can use them as a counting line by adding a number to each pair to make your own number line. Can you order the numbers 0-10? Can you order the numbers 0-20? 
	Draw an alien with one leg, and another with two legs, one with three legs and one with four legs. If possible copy these on a printer. How many legs would I have if I had 3 of the one legged monster? What if I had 2 of the 4 legged monster? At first count the actual legs and if ready extend to working out mentally. 


	Can you make a moving picture with an alien spacecraft ? This could be using a slider? Can you use the internet to find out what a slider is and how it could work? You will need good cutting skills too!
	Junk model an alien spacecraft – can you add 2/3 special features to help it capture pants more efficiently?
	Giant pants! Can you draw a huge pair of pants on paper- how can you decorate them using different art techniques- finger paining, wax crayons, etc., so they have a crazy design!
	Create an alien assault course in your garden! How could you keep them away from your washing line? Can you time how long it takes you to get around the course? You could record all the family and see who is quicker!
	Create an alien tally chart. Either using aliens form the story or draw five of your own. Ask family and friends (This can be via facetime) to vote for their favourite. Which alien got the most votes? Which was the least popular?
	Alien adding- draw 10 different aliens and give each one a value to 10. Put them all in a bag or a secret box. Pull two out and add them together and record the answer. You could record pictorially or as a sum. You could record it in rainbow colours to make it more exciting. To extend this pull three numbers or make the numbers higher!

	Can you look in a book and find any of these words? Which words did you spot the most?
the, no, to, I, go
	Look at things around the room and say the sound they begin with. Can you hear the sound they end with too? Try writing some of them down
	Play a game with your grown-up. Take it in turns to give instructions. For example, ‘Touch your f-ee-t’ or ‘Stand u-p’
	Play Keyword snap with your grown up.
