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Home Learning Year 2 
The Snail and The Whale by Julia Donaldson and Axel Scheffler

[image: The Snail and the Whale - Scholastic Shop]Welcome to the Home Learning Page for children who are isolating at home. 
This unit is aimed at children who are in Year 2. This planning block covers two weeks work and is split up into different subject areas. The idea is that all of the work should be completed by the end of the two weeks, however you can choose which activities and subjects you do each day and how you arrange this, so it can suit your family and circumstances. We have deliberately not written the planner as a set sequence e.g. day 1 teach these 5 lessons. We have planned 40 sessions over 10 days.
Typically, in school we have core subjects first (Literacy or Maths), then phonics or handwriting with a topic or PE activity later- so you might find it useful to structure your day in a similar way. Each box is one session. You can record your work using Tapestry, or in a way that suits you e.g. as word documents, on paper and you can bring the work in when your child returns to school so that we can see all the Home learning. 

Please start by reading the book the Snail and the Whale there are several retellings on You Tube and a film of the book on the BBC I player.

	Can you do some counting. 
Can you count forwards from 0 to 100? 
Can you count backwards from 100 to 0?

Challenge yourself by choosing any number between 0 and 100 can you count on or backwards from that number?

Can you read the numbers 0-100?
	Can you order the numbers up to 100?
Print out or write down the numbers 0-100 and then order them. Can you order the numbers starting from any number?

If one number is taken away, can you say which number is missing?

	Think about how animals move.
Spend a session “slithering like a snake “or “jumping like a kangaroo. “

Don’t forget to make up a warmup and cool down too.

	Think about the character of the whale and the snail.

“Make a Role on the Wall”
(drawing of a snail or whale where inside you write his personality traits and outside words to describe what he looks like)
	Use your list from the session before and pick a pair of animals to write about.
Where will you story be set?
Talk about the setting, describe it using adjectives.
Could someone paint a picture of your setting from your description?
	Have you noticed that the words in the story rhyme?
Go through the book and find all of the rhyming couplets
 (2 lines that rhyme) Can you think of any another pairs of animals that rhyme?
Bear/hare
Make a list.


	Can you identify one more and one less from any given number up to 100? 

You could use a dice or number cards to find your starting number.

Can you write it as a number sentence? Eg. 1 more than 75
75+1=76
	Can you identify ten more and ten less from any given number? 

You may want to use your number cards from 0-100 that you made previously. Do you notice a pattern when you add or take away 10? Use the link to paint the squares to see the patterns.

Can you write it as a number sentence?
	Make an assault course in your back garden or sitting room.
How quickly can you complete circuits of the course?

	Make a list of questions that you would ask the whale or the snail if you could.
Use all of the “W” question words.
What, where, why, when, who? Don’t forget the question mark.
	Plan your story using an S Plan.
(Draw a large S on a whole page)
Start at the top of the S draw little drawings of the characters and what happens and make your way around until you get to the end of the story.

	Can you investigate number bonds to 10? (2 numbers that add together to make 10 eg. 6+4=10)

Can you find all the possibilities of making 10?

Challenge yourself by thinking about subtraction facts that total 10. What do you notice about these facts compared to the addition facts?


	Can you investigate number bonds to 20? (2 numbers that add together to make 20 eg. 16+4=20)

Can you find all the number facts for making 20?
Challenge yourself by thinking about subtraction facts that total 20.

	Find a song or piece of music you love.
Make up a dance to it. What movements will you use, how many times will you repeat them. Can you teach it to someone in your family?

	Look at the images in the book. Choose your two favourites and describe what you see using expanded noun phrases (adjectives, 1 or even 2. Two adjectives need to be separated by a comma.)
Make a word mat to go with the book using all of the adjectives you chose.
	Write your story.
Don’t forget to use adjectives. Can you remember any time connectives*? Could you include a question? What about adding some rhyming couplets too?
Try and write it in the style of Julia Donaldson by going on a journey together.
*Time connectives eg:
then, next, after that, later that day, meanwhile.
	
	Can you look at measuring lengths of different objects and order them.

Can you go around your home or garden and find 5 items that are different lengths. Measure them in cm with a ruler or measuring tape. Remember to always start measuring at 0.
Can you order the items from longest to shortest and write down the lengths? 

Can you record the result using these symbols
 > greater than, eg: 9cm > 6cm
< less than, eg: 3cm < 5cm
	Investigate weight and mass using objects around your home or garden. Can you find a really heavy object? Can you find a really light object? Find 5 objects in total and put them in order of heavy to light just by holding them. 

If you have weighing scales at home, weigh each object (in g/kg) and write down the weights in order of heavy to light. Was your earlier order correct?

	Play a ball game outside if possible or inside if you can’t.
Roll up a ball of paper and make a hoop or goal if you don’t have a ball at home.
Throw, catch, dribble, kick.

	In KS1 we learn about the Jewish faith and the Christian faith but also recognise and share the faiths of all of the children in our school where relevant to the learning as well as understanding that some children don’t have a particular faith. With that in mind could you find out if any of the faiths (Jewish, Christian, Muslim, Hindu, Buddhism, Sikhism) have stories about the sea or sea creatures?
This is a general understanding that some people have a faith and even if we don’t, we can learn about faith in its broadest sense.

	Phase 4 sounds are consonant diagraphs, 2 letters 1 sound. (see uploaded phase 4 sound mat)
Choose 8 and make a list of all the words you can think of.
	Phase 5 sounds are vowel digraphs. 2 letters 1 sound.
(see uploaded phase 5 sound mat)
Choose 4 vowel diagraphs and think of as many words as you can with that sound.
Make a list of all the words.
	In the story, the local community help save the whale. Can you make a list of people who help us in the local community? Can you relate this to your personal experience as a family- did you do the clap for carers? Has a policemen/ doctor ever helped you?
	ART
Look online or in books and magazines you might have at home for photographs or paintings of the sea.
Do you have a favourite?
Paint, draw, felt tip colour or chalk your own sea painting. It could be in the style of your favourite picture or unique.
	GEOGRAPHY
If you have an atlas (or go online) and find a map of the world.
Can you plot the journey of the whale?
Do you know which continents he travels into?
How could a human travel from the starting point to the end point? Draw yourself travelling around the world on the whale’s journey.



	Once you have found a story that you really like draw a storyboard of the beginning, middle and end.
Does it have a special meaning to the people of the faith?
Do you have a story that is special to you?
Why is it special to you?
	Use the words from previous session and think of sentences that contain the consonant digraphs.
Write the sentences down. (Stretch the sentence to be even better.)
	Use the words from previous session and think of sentences that contain the vowel digraphs.
Write the sentences down. (Stretch the sentence to be even better.)
	Following on from last session – why do people chose to help each other? Can you discuss what would happen is people didn’t help each other in the community – you might want to think about littering/ play equipment being broken/ Some people not being able to see friends or do their shopping. Can you answer the question – why should we help others in our community?

Can you design and build a boat that is able to hold a lego person or equivalent?
What materials will you use, what colours will you use so that people can see it clearly, what accessories would you include to keep the travellers safe or comfortable?

Human – man made
Physical – natural
Make a list of both, you could draw little pictures to represent the word.
