	In many cases, pupils join us with their 
needs already assessed. All pupils are 
assessed when they enter our school, so 
that we can build upon their prior 
learning. Every pupil in School is 
assessed regularly throughout the term 
and their progress is tracked through 
termly Pupil Progress Meetings involving 
the class teacher and members of the 
School Leadership Team (SLT). 
Southwood works closely with a 
number of outside agencies, seeking 
their advice and guidance where 
required. These agencies include the 
Educational Psychology Service (EP), 
Speech and Language Therapy (SALT) and Occupational Therapy (OT).
